JUNIOR HIGH TEAMS
(Boys & Girls Ages 12, 13 and 14 as of September 1, 2009)

PRACTICES: Practices begin in September and end in March; they will be two to three
times a week in the Tulsa area. Details to follow. No practices on Wednesday evenings or
Sundays.

GAMES: Our first game is on October 31st. We will play approximately 15 to 18 games per
team. We play Christian schools in the Tulsa area and other homeschool teams.

COST: Registration Fee $35.00 per player (Due at registration)
Uniforms $65.00 (Due when uniforms are
(Only if need one) ordered-October 1%)
Gym Fees $25.00-$50.00 (est.)  (Due first practice)

If a player already has a uniform there will be no cost. A player may try to locate a used
uniform to buy from a former player at a lower cost.

The Gym Fee depends on what we have to pay for gym rentals. If a team can locate a
free gym, then the fee will be waived. A team fund-raiser can be used to offset gym fees.

TEAMS: We hope to have an A and B team for both boys and girls.

TRY-OUTS: Try-outs will be at a later date to determine team placement. All players must
be registered before trying-out or practicing with a team.

REGISTRATION: The Registration Form and Parent and Player Code of Conduct Form
must be completed and the $35.00 fee must be paid at the time of returning the forms. Please
put your e-mail address on the registration form.
